List present or past church affiliations, clubs or
organizations that you would want listed in your
obituary.

If you are considering donating tissue or organs from
your body for medical research, you should first
discuss this thoroughly with your family, your doctor
and your funeral director. Ordinarily, such wishes
cannot be fulfilled unless preparations are made IN
ADVANCE..

with the body being present for services.
